Scholarships will be presented to deserving 4-Hers who meet the following guidelines. 
 
GUIDELINES FOR SCHOLARSHIP SELECTION: 
 
1. 4-Hers must be a current Lincoln County 4-H senior to apply.  They should have 

3 previous years of experience in 4-H. 
 

Transfer 4-Hers meeting these requirements will be accepted.  The 4-H PDC will 
have final decision on these matters. 

 
2. 4-Hers interested in applying for the Booster Scholarship should complete the 

following: 
 

a. Form which is to be typed. 
b. Three letters of reference - only one of these from school personnel. 
c. May be asked to complete a personal interview by the scholarship 

committee. 
 
3. The form and letters are due in the office no later than May 1st . 
 
4. The screening committee will be made up of 4-H volunteers. 
 
5. The above rules are subject to change with a majority vote of the Lincoln County 

4-H Program Development Committee.
